As we look forward as a profession, it is critical we continue fighting systems of oppression that further perpetuate xenophobia, racism, anti-Blackness, anti-LGBTQ+ policies, and discriminatory practices that harm our profession and the patients we serve. Those working with minoritized communities are seeing an increase in mental health challenges that are a direct result of efforts to silence and limit the care provided to vulnerable populations. The 2023 FPA Virtual Convention will be disruptive, enlightening, and will provide resources for eliminating barriers and examine ways for us to stay relevant in a changing clinical world.

FPA and FPAGS truly values the amazing posters we have seen year after year at our conventions. We strongly believe in centering the work of our graduate students, predoctoral interns, and postdoctoral fellows.
Who should apply: Undergraduate, graduate, and post-doctoral students conducting psychological research.

Types of research: .All posters should align with our convention theme and must INTEGRATE diversity considerations - not just mention it for the sake of mentioning it. Submissions must be completed empirical research in any area of psychology and not been published elsewhere.
Evaluation: All posters will be evaluated on content, contemporary terminology, appropriateness, and integration of diversity. Empirical posters must have all data analyzed and not published elsewhere, and literature reviews must be critical evaluations of literature and supported by the studies being review—not opinion projects.

Poster Submission: August 21, 2023

NOTE: Your submitted abstract file needs to be in Microsoft Word format. The content of your abstract should fit in the first page of your document.
